	Organisation:

Whole class  (20-30 minutes)



	Subject area:   Bilingualism and Chinese language



	Learning outcome/intention:

· Raise awareness of bilingualism- that people can speak and read and write many languages.

· Raise awareness of Chinese language and script. – that A and her mother speak Chinese and English, be familiar with the sound of Chinese, that Chinese writing uses a different script to English.

· Raise the profile of ‘expert’ bilingual mother and child.

· Show that we value bilingual skills. 

· All children will have had a go writing some Chinese characters.



	Activity:

Introduce A’s mother.

Listen to story in English and Chinese.  Teach children one or two words of Chinese. Encourage A to be involved.

Look at some examples of Chinese characters. Children to copy in the air with fingers.

Follow-up activity - to write some Chinese characters on paper, white boards, paint, computer programme.  Make characters from straws, etc (other equipment in classroom)

Look at each others characters and display.
