Relationships unit

INTRODUCTION

This session is critical in terms of ensuring the pupils are investing in the tasks that will follow.

It is about bonding as a group to enable the issues of the Relationships unit to 

There is no overt attempt to mix the different year groups

TASK

Warm up standing in a circle. 

Shoulder to shoulder all on same eye line. 

“Pass the look” 

How quick can it go?

Can you make it bounce back?

Can you swap places with the person opposite on the circle?

Can you do it without touching anyone?

Find somebody with the same colour eyes

Somebody whose tongue can make the same shapes as yours

Back in a circle

Small box placed in the middle it is a very special box.  It contains in some strange way the things we say we are putting in it. 

How near are you going to go?  If I say it holds……fish? Or Eastenders etc?

Say hello to somebody you don not know who is the same distance away from it as you.

All sit down in the circle.

Imagine you are going on a journey and we can all put something precious into the box. Something to help us remember what it was like back home. 

Now I am going to put something in the box that is very precious to me 

What will you put in ?  Prompt cards may be needed (Friend, family, pet)

Now we have a  box that is very precious to us what shall we call it?

How shall we treat it?

Can you make a statue (still image) that shows how you feel to wards the box. (Protective, worshiping worried)

Can we all whisper the new name for the box slowly getting louder and louder.

STOP

Well done……………. they may have some ideas to share about what the journey could be 

NEXT….. develop the drama over several sessions. You will need to develop basic skills and rules for going into role and hot seating….The aim is to understand from a very personal viewpoint the idea of home and identity.


No detailed plans but some ideas to get started


You go on a journey .. it is hard … no food ,, no comfort and cruel people,,, and the box is very precious it reminds you of home

You get ship wrecked or lose all your possessions (except the box) or escape the cruel people .. set up home in a new land and the box is very precious.

One day you wake up the box has gone!.. who do you blame? Why did they take .

You find a video tape and play it … it shows someone else stealing the box.. the teacher !

Hot seat the teacher who is in role as someone who has no good memories of home .. he was jealous of all the memories. Look around for who is empathising, forgiving, who is really angry… perhaps get the empathisers to be angry and the cross to empathise?
