                                Overview: Key aims and objectives:

Children will be reflecting on their own experiences and feelings, they will explore experiences, images and objects that are special to them. They will learn about Key religious figures and stories. They will learn that artists have responded through images and artefacts to both inner feelings / faiths and depicted key events and stories in religious stories. The children will depict an event that is of direct significance to their own life and respond creatively to a specific artistic tradition. Broadly speaking the children will develop their knowledge / understanding and personal expressive skills in this area by producing two main pieces of work. The first of these is a painting of an event / life experience that has been very special to them, an event of particular significance in their lives. They will consider how they are going to depict their object to express to the viewer how important this event is. The second experience will be to explore how in a more abstract sense artists around the world have explored inner feelings, dreams, spirits and emotions here they will respond directly to aboriginal dream paintings and paint an abstract image that is purely about emotions and feelings. 

	Specific learning intentions: To understand that artists around the world have responded to religious faith, stories, spiritual and emotional feelings in a wide variety of ways. To begin to see just how different responses can be to inner beliefs and feelings. To explore their own feelings and ideas about their own lives, beliefs and the beliefs of others through painting and drawing. To use a range of media including I.C.T.  To select the right tools for their creative objectives. To investigate the possibilities of a range of tools and materials. To develop their understanding and expressive use of image, colour, pattern and texture. To make preparatory sketches for a painting exploring a range of possibilities. To review their work – describing their intentions. Identify what they may develop or improve in their work.

	Cross curricular / multicultural opportunities/ dispositions (BLP)  The Key opportunity here is to show just how different contrasting artistic traditions can be in response to religious and spiritual beliefs – from Christian renaissance paintings to aboriginal dream paintings. Cross-curricular opportunities with P.H.S.M.E are central to the initial activity in exploring an event that is of significance to them. Opportunities to develop expression through I.C.T. will be taken through children’s use of digital white boards and paint programs as tools of expression.

The first activity has a strong literacy link – here the children may wish to create a piece of writing that accompanies their painting. Key Learning dispositions: Resourcefulness – questioning, imagining and making links. Reciprocity – empathy and listening.

	Resources: Books and images of images (to include depictions of Christian bible stories, Islamic temples, Indian gods, aboriginal dream paintings e.t.c) Exploration through the internet of these specific themes. 

Wide variety of brushes, papers and tools. Digital white boards and paint programs. Range of printmaking and mark making materials.

	Progression of activities: Introduce with the topic a range art with spiritual significance (renaissance, Islamic patterns, Aboriginal dream paintings e.t.c) Question: Which paintings tell stories? Which are designs for a special palace / temple? Which might be about inner feeling? Why?

1: Explore a story related to a western Christian renaissance painting In relation to P.H.S.M.E. Discuss and explore an event that has been of real and particular importance to us as individuals, Weddings, visiting special people, christenings, births, festivals, journeys, discoveries.

How did these life experiences make you feel – can you explain / express what this event was like for you / how it made you feel?  How could you express this through drawing?

2: Children to draw three different preparatory images / sketch for review - using drawing media of theirr choice to describe an important life event (could be sequential / different views/different people) – How will you show what happened and to whom? How ill you express how you felt at the time / now? 

3: Painting. Children develop their initial ideas / sketches into a painting. How can you improve on your drawings, which areas are good which areas ideas could be developed further in your painting?

4: Workshop time. Review: What story have you told through your painting / image? Which feelings does it express?  

5:Introduce Aboriginal paintings – explore their range and content – how and why where these paintings made?   How are these paintings different from the renaissance paintings? What are the qualities of these paintings? How are they made? How are the marks made? How could we make marks like this? Through printmaking? Painting? Which tools? Activity: Explore a dream painting of your own. Will your dream painting contain images? Will it contain patterns?

How do aboriginal painters combine colours and marks? How will you combine you own visual ideas through colour and pattern?

6:Workshop time and review: Points – use of tools for objectives. Exploration and use of pattern and texture – how does this effect the feel of the painting. What sort of dream painting have you made – what kind of emotion?
