Group living things according to observable similarities and differences. PoS Sc1 4b

Find out about different kinds of plants and animals in the local environment. PoS Sc2 5a

Understand that plants in the local environment are similar to each other in some ways and different in others.  PoS Sc2 5b

Identify differences between local environments and understand that these affect which animals and plants are found there. PoS Sc2 5b

	How are living things different from things which are not living?

Living, non-living, dead, reproduce, grow, respire / breath, move, food, water, light.

Fish, meat, cheese, fruit, vegetables, balanced diet

Diet, exercise, fit, healthy

Medicine, poison, cold, measles etc, inhaler, tablet, liquid, powder, prevent.

Hair colours, eyes, height, skin colours etc..

Animal, plant, grow, move, diet, insects, birds, flowers, trees, reptiles, mammals.

Eyes, ears, mouth, fur, pattern, colour etc

Plant, animal, insect, crawl, fly, walk, habitat, local environment.


	Discuss and recap on living things topic in year 1.  Ask children to create a concept map about what they already know about living things, what things are living, how we know and what they need.

Sort foods / drinks (or pictures) into different categories such as meat, fruit and vegetable, drink and water, dairy.  Are there any foods which do not fit into these categories?  Could resort considering healthy, unhealthy.

SAFETY:  Good hygiene essential as children may try to taste foods.  Awareness of food allergies in class.

(x-curriuclar link ICT)  Favourite food survey.   

Design a healthy meal.  Look at picture examples of meals and discuss whether the meal is healthy.

(x-curricular link Literacy) Study food labels, in particular how are healthy snacks advertised?   Design / read detailed menus, create a menu)

Discussion about when you have taken medicines and what you have taken.  Look at empty medicine packages and bottles.  Consider safety lids (do not show how to open them)

Guess Who game.  Describe a person, children guess who it is.  Use Flexi tree database to classify / sort your own family.

Ask children to bring in photographs of themselves ( or use digi camera) and sort into categories.

Without stereotyping, discuss different characteristics of people who are native to different continents and countries around the world.

Sort real plants / animals or pictures into groups according to children’s criteria.

Watch video clips of animals from nature programmes.  Focus on similarities and differences in animal’s features. Include animals from different countries.

(x-curricular link ICT– flexi-tree)

Children go out into immediate environment and collect / record examples of different kinds of plants and animals.  Identify areas where species are found.

SAFETY: wash hands after exploration.  Check area is free from dangerous objects in advance.

Compare immediate local environment to a different environment e.g. woodland, seashore, pond etc.  Identify similarities and differences in animals found.  Record.

Additionally you could draw comparisons with species found in countries with different climates and native creatures e.g. rainforest, desert.
	
	Children state that without food and water humans would fall ill and may die.   L1

Children recognise some common medicines that are taken when we are ill.  L1

Children will name and identify three food types and say which they can eat a lot of and which they should eat in moderation. L2

Children state that food is needed in order to stay healthy. L2

Children recognise the dangers of medicine and their instructions. L2

Children describe what is meant by a balanced diet and explain we also need to take exercise to be healthy.L3

Describe some common safety features on medicine bottles. L3

Children will describe basic conditions that plants and animals need in order to survive. AT2 L2

Children will describe the differences between living and non-living things using their knowledge of life processes e.g. growth, reproduction, respiration, movement. AT2 L3

Children explain how changes e.g. diet / lack of water / exercise, affect the health of humans, other animals or plants. AT2 L3

Observations and comparisons

Sort a set of pictures into two basic groups. L1

Recognise some simple differences between animals that live in the local environment. L1

Observe plants and animals in local environment. L1

Name some of the plants / animals found in local environment. L2

Identify 2 types of habitat e.g. school field, playground. L2

Record numbers of minibeasts found L2

Make suggestions as to why certain animals are found in different environments and explain.L3

Predict where mini-beasts may be found.L3

Children identify ways in which  an animal is suited to its environment, such as fish having fins to help it swim. AT2 L3
