Balls!

Show the children a selection of different balls.

Give different groups investigation questions for them to discuss as a group.

Examples: Which ball rolls further?

                  Which ball is the highest bouncer?

                  Which ball squashes the most?

                  Which is the hardest/softest.

Alternatively, ask the children if they have any investigation ideas.

Go through the idea of planning an investigation from previous work.

Paper Spring.

Sc1 Considering Evidence.

Make a paper spring for the children to see.

Explain that children were testing how long the spring would hang when adding more paper clips.

What do you think the children did?

Show the class a table of results up to 5 paper clips where each new clip stretches the spring some more.

Using this info convert it into a simple dot graph.

Ask the children to make any generalisations so far, e.g. the more clips the further it stretches because…Predict what will happen with 6,7,8 clips.

Add further results to the chart up to 10 clips where adding more does not increase the stretch. Plot this onto dot graph.

Now ask children to make comments.

Paper Spring 2.

Children did more testing with springs but they changed the materials to, polythene, newspaper and card.

Which do you think stretched the least? Why?

Make up a table of results showing different materials and distance stretched adding more clips.

Convert into a dot graph.

Ask children to make predictions along the way as well as general concluding statements,.

Show them a table of results which has tested how high a ramp needed to be to make a sandal, school shoe and football boot slip.
