6/ Time line lesson – Obas of Benin and monarchs of England.

Teacher to prepare badges of Obas and Monarchs – enough for one badge between two. Use list p96 resource book (B). Have list of  Names with dates displayed somewhere in the classroom.

Task – to sort themselves onto a timeline in appropriate chronological order.  Children find date of their ruler, record on badge in appropriate colour e.g blue dates for Benin and red for England.  Children then organise themselves along timeline in chronological order and on correct side – (Benin or England) 

Picture evidence activity – use photocopies from resource (B). Sort into piles – Benin and England – match into pairs e.g match Benin Court picture with England Court picture.  Small groups 3 or 4 to discuss similarities and differences using pictures and report back findings to whole class.

7. Arts and Crafts 

Video . (Prog 4)

African cloth designs used by many families in Bristol. Ask children/parents to collect examples .

Wax resist large scale paintings. First -  use African design books for ideas and experimentation then plan for large design. Art/ DT activities can be extended to include – clay work and simple plaster of Paris – for heads etc. Mask making.

In groups children to prepare drama for retelling or reading P92 of story. Use props and artefacts to help children with character and settings.
