Reminder of slavery across history.

1. Overview

Gain an overview of time and place of the slave trade.

2.Bristol

Become familiar with some Bristolians who were involved in the slave trade /+ motives.

3.Taking slaves

Interpret secondary sources

To know how slaves where obtained 

Develop empathy with individual slaves.

4. To understand the conditions on ships.

To know the term ‘middle passage’

5. Arrival and auction

To understand inhuman treatment of slaves

How attributes of slaves were looked at by traders.

6) To Learn about life for the slaves on the plantations

To know that slaves resisted in many ways

7)  To look at issues from a different point of view 

8) To learn about key events in Olaudah Equianao life by working collaboratively 

9) To know that slavery was abolished through campaigning and pressure from many people

10) To consolidate overall learning about slavery  

11) To reflect on human rights issues that arise from the slave trade

12) To know that slavery still goes on now in different forms

13) to evaluate learning 
	1.Mind maps of slavery to find out what children already know.

2.Remind children of examples of slavery across history and show images that reflect the diversity of slaves. – Romans, Greeks, Irish.

3.Video overview – human rights, children’s rights. Highlight fact that slavery was challenged and we will find out about this later

4.Add to mind maps new understanding and write further questions prompted.

1.Map and time line – produce display to be revisited each week.

2.Roleplay – children move in playground to simulate the trans-atlantic  triangular trade.

3. Each child to add arrows and identify main countries on world map. 

Walk the slave trail 

Visit to Colston’s statue, Georgian House and Pero’s Bridge –

Look at evidence from source materials, answering who and why.

Examining source materials – what do they tell us about how slaves where taken.

Circle time- exploring emotions how we feel .

1.In pairs – stick shapes on to cut out shape of boat. How many can you fit in? Discuss motives of traders.

2. Read measurements allowed for each slave.  Draw on paper in class.

3.Read to page 10 from slave ship book. Look at picture of conditions. Discuss.

1) Discuss what you would look for  when buying a bike. Relate to slave trade. Make posters. 

2) Read quote about auction on slave ship book

3) Role play auction – include range of jobs

1) Discuss rules. Tasks and punishments on the plantations

2) Children researcherd characters of slave leaders and rebels -

Harriet Tubman, Nanny Maroon, Fredrick Douglas, Sojourner Truth, Sam Sharpe, 

3) Using research planned and preformed a drama

4) Listen/sing “Spirituals” 

Hot seating – choose from a range of characters (in pairs)

 Literacy activity – Olaudah Equianao Collaborative Group Work 
1) Look at evidence from sources regarding abolition (Hannah Moore, Josiah Tucker, William Wiberforce, Thomas Clarkson, Maroon Nanny and Oaudah Equiano)
