Look at where Jamaica is on world map.

Identify Kingston as the capital. 

Identify Britain, Bristol, London and the Crimea on world\map

Children to share their knowledge of Jamaica. Look at pictures to see differences in the past. Record some facts about Jamaica
Place Mary Seacole’s birth and death on a timeline line. Relate to previous learning. 

Look at key dates – collaborative task to order key dates. Show children pictures that match dates/ use pictures to order and justify.
Discuss Caribbean languages – Patois
Listen to tapes of Anancy stories.

Read about her childhood and how she learnt her medical\skills.

Discuss -Mary was dual heritage

Read from biography. Discuss reasons 
She wanted to go to the Crimea.
Mary Seacole landed in Bristol on her first visit to England. 

Journey across the Pacific to Bristol and then to London.

Write a letter from MS asking if she could help in the Crimea war. 

Explain that she was either told no or ignored.

Ask children how they think she would have felt and thought-circle time
Tell them she wondered if racism had anything to do with it. 

‘hot seat’ character.

Collaborative activity to look at pictures of Crimea. Describe what we can see.
Read some extracts from her book.
Ensure children know what soldiers do and why they might be in hospital.

Talk about link between hygiene and health. Link to children washing hands etc.

Share children’s own experiences of hospital.

What are tools of nurses – medicine – discuss different forms of medicine – plants, herbs,   

Relate to what children take at home.

Visit from and interview of  EM nurse/  doctor/health worker to talk about their work.

Collaborative task to sort and match set of pictures to sentences about Mary Seacole and her life. (see end of SOW)
Look at the cover of Mary Seacole’s book. 

 Class to make own book about her life using key dates.

Children to remember own book they made in year 1 about their lives.

Discuss why Mary Seacole should be famous. 
Discuss personal qualities of persistence (stickability) and relate to children’s own experience
