	Learning Objectives:
Children to develop understanding of life in Somalia through a range of artefacts

Somali children are viewed as holding expert knowledge


	Vocabulary:

	Classroom Organisation:

Whole class introduction. Object questioning and recording in pairs. Whole class plenary – pairs to feed back to class


	Whole Class Introduction: 15 mins

Explain that today we are going to find out more about Somali life by looking at objects that actually come from Somalia.  Some may look unfamiliar so we will really have to think hard about the objects we have.  Remind children to be respectful of all the items brought in and that we are lucky to have some experts in the class that might be able to help us.

Demonstrate how to use question prompts and record answers using post it notes to prepare for presentation to the rest of the class.

Main Teaching Activity:_30 mins
Children use question prompt sheets in pairs to investigate artefacts and record answers/findings on reporting sheets and prepare presentation for the rest of the class.
Paired presentations 15 mins
Children use A3 recording sheets and post its to report back to class
Class to focus on listening skills whilst other groups feed back

Plenary 10 mins
What have we learned about Somalia from the objects? How useful were the experts? What questions do we now have about life in Somalia?


	Home learning:
Children to continue their research about Somalia outside classroom. Can they find answers to any questions raised from today’s lesson?


	Opportunities for Assessment:

Can children identify that Somalia has a range of urban and rural lifestyles?
Do they use their investigative skills to interrogate the artefacts?

Can they listen carefully to each other reporting back?
