Learn about London in 1666 – houses and people
Why and how it started
Will understand vocab used in description of F of London.
That other languages have words for fire

	Read the Big book –The Great Fire of London, either as a Literacy text or to fit in with the below work

1. Where and when ?

Locate London and Bristol on map.  

Name River Thames

Place Fire of London on  a Time line   

Learn rhyme to remember date 

‘In1666 London burned like rotten sticks’

2.  Look at and describe people and houses from the Stuart period.- vocab of thatch, timber- framed etc. Prominent buildings – St Pauls Cathedral, Tower of London.
3. How did it start ?

Read beginning of story from Sunshine book ( or other).  Illustrate with pictures as often as possible.

Identify main characters

‘Hot Seat’ the Baker- what do we want to ask him, what might he say. 

4. Vocabulary of fire – label different parts of a fire - flame smoke ashes etc. Watch video of a fire to explain spark, roaring, charred etc

Sing ‘London’s Burning’
Research word for fire in different languages – homework. Build into multilingual display

5. List main events in chronological order. Children to record on own or group time lines.
Mix and match – sheet joining 2 halves of a sentence together

6. Why did it spread and what damage did it do?  How did it end . Read more of story
7. Look at BIG numbers – what does a 1,000 look like ? Relate to number of buildings burnt.
8. What  happens now if there is a fire

How life is different now if there is a fire.

How do you phone the fire brigade, fire exits, fire practise

Visit from firefighter – interview

What happened to the people?
Refugees, tents. 

Rebuilding –homes and public buildings –St. Pauls Cathedral

How do we know what happened?- paintings and artists, maps, diaries, 
Discuss eye witnesses and role play different eyewitnesses eg person a boat, house owner, etc

Show portrait of Pepys – discuss diaries. Read short extracts from his diary

The Monument – collaborative activity to make a tall building using paper(or other material)

Drama - Build up Drama around the Fire of London.  Role play different characters, what they would have said and done.

What do we know about London now? Class to share information.


	Recognise it happened in London and where that is in relation to Bristol.

Know it happened a long, long time ago

Know that buildings were built of different materials and that people dressed differently

Will know where and how it started.

Can identify main characters.

Used role\ play and questioning.

Will understand and be able to use words associated with fire.
How to say/write fire in another language

That in Bristol in 2004 buildings and people prevent fire. 
That we can all be responsible. 
Children will understand different points of view.

Children will have further understanding of the sequence of events.
