By the end of the topic children will be able to

· Recall basic  facts about Pakistan

· Have developed an understanding of how people live.

· Celebrate and value diversity in our school.

	Topic / Unit of Study: Pakistan

· To develop  positive understanding and knowledge of Pakistan and Pakistani culture.

· To build\ on\the experiences of the Pakistan heritage children in school.

· To celebrate elements of traditional Pakistani culture at the same time as challenging stereotypes

During this unit children will sample Pakistani food and look at examples of music and art.  Whilst celebrating these traditions great care must be taken to show that these are just a part of contemporary Pakistani culture.  It would be contrary to the aims of this project if children were left with the impression that Pakistani Culture was centred around Cricket and Samosas!
 Lesson 2 – This lesson ios an important start to the children’s learning – using a  sensory approach with smell, taste, music, clothes to try on and feel and artefatcs to touch and observe. If the children are motivate

d by this experience they will \be motivated to learn for the rest of the topic. It is important to have support from other adults/parents or children (eg year 5 or 6)who have been to Pakiastan. 
RE- teacher should cover the RE work entitled ‘Beliefs and Practises in Islam’ alongside this SOW.

	Introduction to Pakistan – What do we know already?

That Urdu is the official language of Pakistan

That bilingual skills are valued and useful

That many people have traveled to Bristol from other parts of the world
That art and religion are linked.

That we can see this art in everyday life

To see Islam in our community


	1.Read The Mango Tree by Jamila Gavin. Discuss with children what they know about Pakistan using the book.

Make a mind map based on what children already know.  Write down some questions you want to find the answers to on post it notes.  ‘Children as experts’ to answer questions.
2. Prior to this lesson direct contact needs to be made with families to ask for contributions(see above) Research in groups using artefacts from families, school and locality. Areas – 

· food, 

· clothing and decorations

· Geography (map, flag, photos)  

· buildings and homes. (calendar pictures)
 Groups present findings to class.

3. Urdu language- Invite parent to read dual language story.  Children presented with short poem/rhyme in Urdu script with English and phonetic transcription and asked to investigate – eg direction of text, punctuation, repeated words. Brief presentations of findings. 
3. Listen to extracts from Origins  about people’s journey to Bristol from Pakistan.  Opportunity for parent or community member to share experiences with the class. 

Written empathy activity about moving to another country.

Home Learning - questionnaire
4. Circle time – sharing children’s experience about journeying to Bristol. (refer to questionnaire) This can also relate to Somali and the Caribbean.   

Read a story book on the Life of Mohammed

Politics and History input covering the formation of Pakistan and Jinnah as founder.  Look in detail at map and geography of partition region. Use photographs as visual evidence of the Partition.
6. Making chapattis or sweets with parents. Then writing up a set of instructions. 

7. Islamic Art. Look at examples of, describe and make own patterns and decorations 

· rotating templates patterns

· mendhi patterns

· veg printing patterns 7 circles

· following a pattern

· calligraphy

ICT –Virtual mosque visit – www.hitchams.suffolk.sch.uk/mosque
Visit to Totterdown mosque (a purpose build mosque) to be followed up in Year 5 to a local community mosque. Take sketch pads and digital camera to follow up lesson on Islamic Art (ask permission to use photograph)
Transport – Children asked to investigate photographs of transport in Pakistan – record decoration, purpose of transport and where it might be used  
Celebration of Pakistani life – music, food, decoration.

Suggested assessment at end of topic -
 Listen to and read poems abut different places. Write a collaborative poem about Pakistan based on the previous sessions. Using different forms eg acrostic and shape.

For example journey, smells and tastes poems.

Or – children to make own mind maps.
	Children have an overview of what they will be learning about. They will know who in the class has links to Pakistan.  The class can identify information they would like to find out about Pakistan
Questioning skills.
Children can understand and report back on their findings about Pakistan.

Children can treat artifacts and food with respect.

Listen to others. Can use collaborative skills.

Children are familiar with the sound of Urdu and its script. 
Children who are already familiar with Urdu are able to share their expertise.

Children show appreciation of difficulties involved in emigration and immigration.

Can speak and listen to others. That St. Paul’s community is made up of people from different parts of the world.

Children will have an understanding of how and when Pakistan was formed and the role of Jinnah in the formation of Pakistan.
Children can write a set of instructions to make recipe from Pakistan.

Children will be able to recognise and describe Islamic Art and make own decorations

Children prepare for mosque visit
Children have first hand experience of a traditional mosque building and art. 
Children enjoy themselves and celebrate their learning! 

Can express thoughts and feelings on some aspect of Pakistan.
