Nucleus: This controls what the cell does.  It’s the boss!

Cytoplasm: This is like jelly.  Chemical reactions happen here.

Cell Membrane: This is like skin.  It holds the cell together.  It controls what goes in and what goes out.

Cell wall: This is made of cellulose.  It supports the plant cell.

Vacuole: This is a space filled with wet cell sap (juice) made of water, sugar and salts.

Chloroplasts: These have chlorophyll in them.  They use it for photosynthesis.
