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Flower:

This is what insects like to visit.  It has pollen inside.  The insects take the pollen to other flowers for REPRODUCTION.
Leaves: 
This is where the plant makes food.  Leaves have green chlorophyll in them.  The chlorophyll uses sunlight to change carbon dioxide and water into glucose (sugar).  This is called PHOTOSYNTHESIS.
Stem: 
This holds the plant up, so it does not fall down.  It takes water and minerals (food) to all of the plant.  It is very important for NUTRITION, EXCRETION and GROWTH.  Remember these words from the sheet about the 7 life processes?  It also helps the plant lean towards the sunlight.

Roots: 
The roots go under the ground and help keep the plant in the right place, so the wind doesn’t blow it over.  It takes water and minerals (food) from the soil to keep the plant alive.
